Verbally and physically abused by her mother at the age of 17 Sarah took a bus to Las
Vegas. Here she roamed the Strip before spending Christmas in a foster home. It didn’t
seem like it at the time, but it saved her from a life on the streets. She soon heard of
the Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth and checked it out. With the support of the
Partnership’s caring staff Sarah was set up in a rent-free apartment, got help to earn her
GED and even found work at a major Las Vegas casino.

Sarah is just one of the amazing stories the Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth helped
make possible last year as NPHY’s dedicated and caring staff has helped more than 2,500
homeless youth.

But now we must look ahead. Although we face challenging economic times, NPHY is
steadfast in its commitment to helping even more of the nearly 400 homeless youth who
wander the streets of Clark County every day. While our outreach teams expand into
targeted, previously untouched, low-income areas, we have even bigger plans for our Safe
Place Drop-In Center.

In March 2010 the Partnership is excited to move the center into a newly renovated,
1,991-sqaure foot building at 4981 Shirley Street, an ideal locale for NPHY’s programs
and services.

The Partnership has also been extremely fortunate to have had the passion, vision, and
stewardship of its founder and former executive director Kathleen Boutin, who now sits as
Chairman Emeritus of the Board of Directors. Kathleen’s commitment to the plight of the
valley’s homeless youth and to the success of the Partnership has been unwavering.

Angel Tree

NPHY continued to stay busy during the holiday season as we were able to provide gifts to
more than 100 youth during our annual Angel Tree drive. The event culminated on December
23, 2008 when more than 50 youth showed up at the Safe Place Drop-In Center fo eat a
home-cooked meal and open gifts. Thank you to all the donors who made this possible.

Mayor Oscar Goodman Roast

On March 14, 2009 more than 200 guests joined NPHY at the Green Valley Ranch for the
roasting of Las Vegas Mayor Oscar B. Goodman. The Partnership kicked off the night with
cocktails, a successful silent auction followed by dinner and a roast. The Mayor received a
scorching roast by many of his closest friends and fellow public officials, including his wife,
while more than $80,000 was raised to support NPHY’s mission “to eliminate homelessness
among Nevada'’s Youth.”

PROGRAMS

The Street Outreach Program provides crisis intervention, referrals, hygiene
packets, food vouchers, and other life sustaining supplies to homeless youth on the streets
in Southern Nevada, many of whom have been subjected to, or are at risk of, sexual
exploitation or abuse. The main goal of the outreach program is to develop a rapport with
youth and connect them with programs and supportive services that will assist in ending
their situation of homelessness.

Safe Place is a 24-hour crisis intervention program available to any youth in crisis at
more than 100 locations, including all Terrible Herbst convenience stores and CAT buses.
The program allows any youth in crisis to walk into a Safe Place location and receive
immediate help for any reason. When someone calls the hotline, a NPHY case manager
is dispatched to the Safe Place location to complete an assessment, provide emotional
support, and address the immediate safety needs of each and every youth.

The Independent Living Program is o 16-bed transitional housing
program for homeless youth, ages 16 through 17, that work or attend school full-
time. Youth in the program live in fully-furnished condominiums, some within walking
distance of the Safe Place Drop-In Center, and are required to make daily contact with
their case manager. Through this frequent contact, youth and case managers develop
a case plan by which youth set and work toward goals focused on long-term self-
sufficiency, while NPHY pays for all living expenses.

The Safe Place Drop-In Center serves as the hub for NPHY’s programs and
services. The center is open five days a week, nine hours a day and houses a shower, food
pantry, clothing closet, computer lab, classroom, and respite room. Supportive services
offered on-site include rental and utility assistance, case management, shelter placement,
employment and educational assistance, counseling, family reunification services, food,
school supplies, and hygiene products.

Street Outreach workers provided information and referral services to 3,281 youth on
the streets of Southern Nevada, while also handing out 515 hygiene kits and 2,484
wrist bands.

The Safe Place and Mobile Crisis Intervention Team programs served 58 youth in crisis.

The Safe Place Drop-In Center received 5,891 visits by 363 youth seeking respite care and
supportive services while handing out 3,626 food vouchers and 1,853 bus passes.

The Independent Living program provided 3,660 bed nights to 24 youth on the road to
self-sufficiency.
