LETTER FROM THE CHAIRMAN

DEAR FRIENDS,

What a remarkable year it has been! We’ve seen major change in all areas of our
organization. One of our biggest accomplishments is that we’ve triple our staff in the past
year. With extra staff, we are able to help more youth and the organization in specialized
ways, which enables us lend a hand and get the teens off the streets.

NPHY’s four programs have accomplished many things this year:

Drop-In Center — Our drop-in center continues to be the hub of activity for all of our
services. Youth can come in, get a shower, hot meal, use the computer lab to work on
resumes or check emails and meet with our case managers to access services. As word hit
the streets on what we provide, youth started to utilize the center in large numbers. We’ve
served so many kids that we’ve out grown our current location. In response, a capital
campaign was launched this year to purchase a bigger building.

Safe Place — Staff continues to be on call 24 hours, 7 days a week for those in crisis. Our
case workers responded to 327 calls this past year. We successfully reunited many of the
youth with non-abusive family members.

Independent Living — This past year our outstanding young men have won scholarships to
attend college, secured jobs, and learned critical life skills- including how to wash and iron
their clothes! We expanded our current 16 beds in Vegas to include a Henderson location
which will house young women.

Mentor Match — NPHY built partnerships with local businesses to showcase the different
kinds of career paths available in the community. One tour even took them through the
back of the house of Bellagio.

PROGRAMS

Street Outreach Team

Street outreach allows NPHY employees and volunteers to interact with homeless youth and provide them
with basic needs items necessary for survival. These items include toiletries, backpacks, weather appropriate
clothing, food vouchers and snacks, water, and information and referral cards. The objective of street outreach
is to provide education, prevention services, and supplies to runaway, homeless, throwaway, and street youth
who have been subjected to or are at risk of sexual exploitation or abuse.

Safe Place / Mobile Crisis Intervention Team

Safe Place is a 24-hour crisis intervention program available at all Terrible Herbst convenience stores
throughout Southern Nevada. Staff members at all of these locations have gone through training to work with
youth in crisis. In addition, all Citizens Area Transit buses act as mobile Safe Place sites, transporting any
youth in crisis to the nearest Terrible Herbst convenience store for free. The program is also accessible through
our toll-free hotline, 1-866-U-ARE-SAFE.

Once a youth accesses a Safe Place site, he or she is moved to a secure location and given a snack while a
Terrible Herbst staff member calls our Mobile Crisis Intervention Team (MCIT). Within 20 minutes, a licensed
professional from the MCIT arrives on the scene to assess the situation and transport the youth to an appropriate
alternative location.

Safe Place Drop-In Center

Located in a central area where many street youth congregate, the Safe Place Drop-In Center offers respite care,
case management, educational and employment assistance, counseling, and a plethora of supportive services to
homeless youth, ages 12 to 17. The objective of the Safe Place Drop-In Center is to provide immediate intervention
services to homeless youth and serve as a gateway to longer-term programs and community
resources. As the only full-time homeless youth drop-in center in Southern Nevada, this
facet in our continuum of care provides the community with a valuable and much-needed

resource.

Independent Living

The Independent Living program is a 17-bed scattered-site transitional housing program

for homeless youth — ages 16 to 18 — that work or attend school full-time and attend life skills

classes. Youth in the program live in apartments within walking distance of the Safe Place Drop-

In Center and are required to make daily contact with their assigned case manager. The Nevada

Partnership for Homeless Youth pays for rent and utilities, work cards (health card, ID, birth certificate,
etc.), educational assistance, clothing, food, and medical costs for each youth in the program.

Mentor Match

The Mentor Match program provides mentoring services, case management, and a career exploration/job
shadowing field trip series to foster and former foster care youth, ages 16 to 21, residing in Southern Nevada.
These services are structured around the program’s mission to equip foster youth with knowledge, tools and
experience that will prepare and assist them for life.

Mentor Match serves up to 40 youth at one time and is focused on the following three goals:
= To connect foster youth with a caring and committed adult mentor.
= To expose youth to various employment and career opportunities.

= To equip youth with the knowledge and tools necessary to become employed.

The 200672007 fiscal year kicked off NPHY’s capital campaign to open a 24-hour drop-in
center for homeless youth — The Open Door. So far, over $250,000 has been raised!
